The Beach, Murazzi del Po, a trendy Turinese hotspot. A little later than

scheduled, amid an expectant buzz, the planned seven-hour interview

with Hans Ulrich Obrist got underway, with the participation of Stefano

Boeri, Fabrizio Gallanti, Michelangelo Pistoletto and Tullio Regge. There

was a loaded atmosphere, with soft lights, jazz-café ambience and a

young, attentive audience (the stage was an informal space, where the

guests could move around freely). Towards eleven o’clock, people’s at-

tention started flagging and Gallanti won them back with a series of lighter

questions, adopting the system used by Obrist himself to create a friend-

ly rapport with his artists. There was a short break, then Obrist announced

he was pleased that the two fellow townsmen Pistoletto and Regge had

finally met. Answering the question about whether a personal relation-

ship with an artist influences criticism of his or her work, Obrist said that

an artist’s work and life are inseparable. Despite the fact that the event

was organised for the Congress, there was a mixed audience, something

greatly appreciated by Obrist. “We are not at a conference, the best thing

about the evening is what happens between the people who are present

here.” But by 1.30 a.m., after another break, most people had left. At

2.39 even the last diehards conceded defeat. Total: five hours and nine

minutes, including the delay at the beginning. Good enough!

Alla domanda se il rapporto personale con l’artista influisca sulla

critica, risponde Obrist che opera e vita dell’artista sono inscindibili,

non possono procedere separatamente. Nonostante l’evento si svolga

in occasione del Congresso, il pubblico è vario, caratteristica da lui mol-

to apprezzata. «Non siamo a una conferenza, il bello della serata è quel-

lo che succede fra le persone che sono qui presenti». Ma dopo un’altra

pausa succede che, alle 1,30 a.m., rimangono in pochi. Alle 2,39 ce-

dono anche gli ultimi maratoneti. Totale: ore 5 e 9 minuti, ritardo com-

preso. Può bastare!

The city council’s plans for
the multi-ethnic district of
San Salvario, which stretches
beyond Via Nizza along the
side of the Porta Nuova
station (soon to be closed)
as far as Parco del Valentino,
are to transform it into a
second Quadrilatero. Recent
years have seen investments
made in this area, where
new bars are being opened
ready for the “ritual of the
aperitif”, along with multi-
ethnic cafés and bars, pubs,
rum bars, restaurants and
rotisseries of every kind,
gravitating around Piazza
Madama Cristina, which
during the day is home to a
time-honoured market.
Continuing along the Via
Nizza, we come to the
Lingotto, the symbol of
Turin’s industrial history. It
has undergone a major
conversion, carried out by
RPBW, and today on the site
of the former assembly line,
presses and workshops
there are hotel rooms,
shops, a multiplex cinema,
the Marella and Giovanni
Agnelli picture gallery, the
exhibition centre, and, on the

former race track, the
heliport and the glass bubble
of the conference room. Next
to the former Fiat building
stand the former Carpano
works, where the legendary
Punt e Mes vermouth was
once produced (depicted in
the advertising posters
drawn by Armando Testa),
now the site of Eataly, the
wine and gastronomy centre:
a must! Towards the west, a
150-metre footbridge
supported by a great red
arch (designed by Benedetto
Camerana and Hugh Dutton)
passes over the top of the
railway station to link the
main body of the Lingotto to
the Olympic Village, built
where the former wholesale
fruit and vegetable market
once stood. And of course
there is Mirafiori, the other
historical Fiat factory. Today,
one part of it has been
completely renovated to
create Europe’s biggest
automobile showroom:
70,000 m2 open 7 days a
week. Much more than a car
dealership, the futuristic
Mirafiori Motor Village is a
centre of excellence where

the Fiat Auto group’s entire
production range can be
admired. Il quartiere

Proseguendo lungo
la direttrice di via Nizza
troviamo il Lingotto, simbolo
della Torino città-fabbrica.
Oggetto di un poderoso
intervento di riconversione a
opera di RPBW, oggi al posto
della catena di montaggio,
delle presse e delle officine
ci sono camere d’albergo,
negozi, cinema multisala, la
Pinacoteca Marella e
Giovanni Agnelli, il Centro
Fiere e l’eliporto + la bolla
della sala congressi sulla
pista. Dall’ex Fiat all’ex
Carpano, lì a fianco, dove
una volta si produceva il
mitico vermouth Punt e Mes

(raffigurato nelle affiche
pubblicitarie disegnate da
Armando Testa) e ora si trova
il centro enogastronomico
Eataly: imperdibile! Verso
ovest, una passerella di 150
m sostenuta da un grande
arco rosso (progetto di
Benedetto Camerana e Hugh
Dutton), scavalca la stazione
ferroviaria per collegare il
corpo principale del Lingotto
al Villaggio olimpico,
costruito negli spazi dell’ex
mercato ortofrutticolo
all’ingrosso (MOI).

IL GIORNALE DELL’ARCHITETTURA - UIA 2008 SPECIAL DAILY EDITION, 2 JULY 200820 Architour
was planned by Marcello
Piacentini, excluded such
celebrated rationalist and
“foreign” architects as
Giuseppe Pagano, Ettore
Sottsass sr., Umberto Cuzzi
and Ottorino Aloisio. Their
handiwork can be found in
Palazzo Gualino, the general
markets and the Ideal
Cinema.
The urban development plan
of 1956 signalled the
defeat of Giovanni Astegno
and, with him, the culture
that had given birth to the
Falchera district project.
Reyner Banham, writing in
1957, blamed this
“withdrawal from modernity”
on Gabetti & Isola (Bottega
d’Erasmo) and the ironical
and refined elitism of Carlo
Mollino (Teatro Regio,
1973). But it was
counterbalanced by the
structural expressionism 
of Italia ’61, exemplified by
Pier Luigi Nervi’s Palazzo
del Lavoro. In any case,
“star” architects contributed
only sporadically to public
building projects, almost
shunning the stage at one
of Italy’s most difficult
urban “theatres” throughout
these years of oppressive
terrorism-related insecurity.
They reappear on the scene
at the start of the 1980s,
when the closure of Fiat’s
Lingotto factory and the
international competition 
for its reinvention, won 
by Renzo Piano, marked 
the city’s shift to the 

The twentieth century began
with an event marking the
commitment of a group of
Turinese architects, artists
and businessmen to
renewal in the arts: the
International Exhibition of
Modern Decorative Art
(1902). While the
international Art Nouveau
style held sway for a season
(excellent examples are
Pietro Fenoglio’s Villa Fleur
and the Baravalle and
Javelli residences, designed
by Annibale Rigotti and
Raimondo D’Aronco
respectively), the newly
founded Società Torinese di
Abitazioni Popolari drew
attention to a planning
issue crucial for the growing
city: the need for well-
designed housing for the
working classes.
Throughout the century,
Turin’s split personality as
laboratory of the avant-
garde and industrial
metropolis was often
reflected in a widening gulf
between the experimenters
and those who actually
erected the new buildings.
In the Turin that gave birth
to Giacomo Mattè Trucco’s
Lingotto development, the
coterie which gathered
around industrialist Riccardo
Gualino, and painters like
Felice Casorati, preferred a
return to the safe ground of
the decorative arts
movement. The
redevelopment of Via Roma,
the second section of which

Giacomo Mattè Trucco (1869-

1934): real-life engineer or fan-

tasy figure? You’d be forgiven for

asking. It’s no coincidence that

the fullest description of him ap-

pears in a novel, Oddone Came-

rana’s “L’enigma del cavalier

Agnelli e altri itinerari” (Milan,

1985). Wikipedia, which charts

practically every element of cul-

ture from high to low, doesn’t ha-

ve an entry for him. Even specia-

list literature only ever cites him

as the author of a single chef-

d’œuvre, the Fiat-Lingotto plant.

Yet he was also responsible for

a number of other buildings cen-

tral to Turin’s premier industry,

such as the Officine Grandi Mo-

tori plant in Via Cuneo and the

Officine in Via Chiabrera. Non-

etheless, the Fiat-Lingotto plant

has become such an important

and enduring icon that it seems

to have eclipsed the fame of its

own creator, an engineer of

French origin who graduated

from the Turin Politecnico in

1893. The greatest paradox of

all is that Mattè Trucco never ac-

tually worked on Fiat’s in-house

design team; he was a freelance

professional who gained a pivo-

tal role within the huge organisa-

tion, drawing on his wide range

of contacts and vast experience.

Perhaps Mattè Trucco is a fan-

tasy figure: all the more reason

to consider him the prototype of

the modern designer.

confronto, non sempre
previsto, tra progettisti,
amministratori e abitanti.

Una fonte come Wiki-

pedia, dove è possibile trovare

ogni traccia di cultura alta o bas-

sa, ancora non possiede una vo-

ce su di lui. D’altra parte anche la

letteratura più o meno specializza-

ta lo ricorda solo e sempre come

autore d’un unicum, lo stabilimen-

to Fiat-Lingotto. In effetti, il suo no-

me potrebbe essere associato an-

che ad altri luoghi della prima in-

dustria torinese, come le Officine

Grandi Motori di via Cuneo o

le Officine di via Chiabrera.

Il Lingotto, tuttavia, è un’i-

cona troppo importante e

resistente, che pare aver

fagocitato la biografia

e la fama dell’inge-

gnere d’origine fran-

cese, laureato al Poli-

tecnico nel 1893. Il paradosso

maggiore è che Mattè Trucco non

è un progettista interno alla Fiat,

bensì un professionista indipen-

dente che riesce ad acquisire un

ruolo strategico nell’imponente

cantiere, arrivando a coordinare

esperienze e conoscenze diverse

e distanti. Magari non sarà esisti-

to, però anche solo per tale ragio-

ne Mattè Trucco può essere con-

siderato il prototipo del progettista

contemporaneo.
