darchitetto é stata legata a quel-
la di Aimaro d’Isola, con cui ha co-
stituito un sodalizio culturale e
professionale d’eccezionale vigo-
re e longevita: dalla Borsa Valori
alla Bottega d’Erasmo, dall’Unita
residenziale Ovest a Ivrea alla
chiesa di San Giovanni Battista a
Desio. Nonostante tali e tante
continuita, Gabetti pare aver vis-
suto molte altre vite. Laureatosi

perché provocatoriamente
nascosta alla vista dei
passanti. Sul percorso vi
sono infine i palazzi per gli
uffici: quello di Gian Antonio
Bernasconi, Annibale Fiocchi
e Nizzoli e quello di Gino
Valle che, nel 1988, a circa
trent’anni dalla morte di
Adriano Olivetti, offre I'ultima
testimonianza di una
stagione quasi conclusa.

Newly established but already with 200 years’ experience, Targetti Poulsen unites Targetti from Tuscany and Louis Poulsen from Denmark. Two
familiar names in the history of architectural lighting; two names which share the same passion for innovation, creativity and art.
Today Targetti and Louis Poulsen join forces in a unique international venture, to continue spreading the culture of light worldwide.




In the 1990s, the Docks
Dora, the area beyond the
river Dora to the north of the
old city centre, which was
once filled with industrial
warehouses, factories and
depots, became the clubbing
centre of Turin, under the
name Reddocks. Today the
area is given over to
recording studios, artists’
and sculptors’ studios,
musical rehearsal rooms and
architects’ studios. Another
conversion project was
realised in 1994, when the
Basic Group took over the
Maglificio Calzificio Torinese
and embarked on a scheme
to relaunch the company and
its Kappa and Robe di
Kappa brands and to
completely regenerate the
former industrial complex
with the construction of
Basic Village with a
restaurant, supermarket,
bank, bar, travel agency and
multi-storey car park. And of
course there is the
Environment Park, one of the
two technology parks in Turin
produced by urban
regeneration schemes. The
Environment Park stands on
the former Teksid site in
Spina 3. It was built with the
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Azimut, via Modena 55
(maat architettura, 2008)

1997 and 2000 to a design
by Emilio Ambasz, Benedetto
Camerana and Giovanni
Durbiano and represents a
new venture at a European

level, as it is the first
science and technology park
dedicated to environmental
technologies. But “Envi Park”
is only the tip of iceberg, an
emblem of the restitution to

the city of an ex-industrial
district of more than one
million m2 reconverted to
residential and tertiary use,
with the inevitable mega
shopping centre and
multiplex cinema, but also
with a project for a large
park on the banks of the
Dora (a design competition
won by Latz & Partners and
others) and for a brand-new
co-cathedral designed by
Mario Botta.

At the National Automobile
Museum (headquarters of Torino Espo-
sizioni), special evening opening of the ex-
hibitions Automobile Trilogy. Speed and Fer-
rari Architecture at Maranello. The evening
is given further spice by the Gurlino Life ex-
hibition and events at the Circolo Canot-
tieri Esperia and The Walls will Bear Witness
at The Beach, with a party, an exhibition
and a seven-hour interview with Hans Ul-
rich Obrist.

1 July The Streets
Starting at 6 p.m., architecture exhibitions
will be inaugurated all over the city centre,

particularly at the 14 galleries belonging
to the Torino Art Galleries association,
which will be staging 16 exhibitions inves-
tigating the relationship between art and
architecture.

The Conservatory will be putting on a free
jazz concert: A chair in the sky. Tribute to
Charles Mingus.

And the party will be spilling beyond the
city boundaries. From 7 p.m. Chieri's an-
cient town centre is the setting for Chieri
Fiber, a celebration of ancient and mod-
ern, featuring the old ghetto and the
town’s medieval brick-built palazzi and
churches, classical music and jazz, and
the very latest in fiber art.

2 July AfterVille. The Starchitecture Night
OGR_Officine Grandi Riparazioni
Beginning at 10 p.m., a double helping of
“Afterville”, the event conceived by Fab-
rizio Accatino, Michele Bortolami, Tomma-
so Delmastro and Massimo Teghille, First-
ly, “Afterville. The Show. From Metropolis
to Afterville”, a video installation featuring
a century of scifi films, with soundtrack
composed specially for the occasion and
performed live by Postal_m@rket
(Casasonica); secondly, “Afterville. The
Movie”, a short film recounting the adven-
tures of two characters in the year 2058,
as the end of human life on earth ap-
proaches, in a Turin of skyscrapers agitat-
ed by the appearance of UFOs (the
“rocks”).
